Dear Student & Parents/Guardians of Governor Simcoe Secondary School,

The Ontario Secondary School Literacy Test measures whether students are meeting the minimum standard for
literacy across all subjects up to the end of Grade 9. Successful completion of the literacy test is one of the
requirements to earn an Ontario Secondary School Diploma.

This year, eligible students in Grade 10 will complete online testing in the semester of their grade 10 English
course. Grade 11 students who have not yet attempted or successfully completed the literacy requirement will

write during the first semester. The dates for semester 1 are listed below.

Grade 12 Students

The Ministry of Education has waived the literacy graduation requirement for all Grade 12 students graduating

during the 2021-2022 school year. This year’s graduating students do not need to complete the OSSLT.

If you are in grade 12 but you are not graduating in June 2022, you will need to complete the OSSLT and will

write the test in the first semester of this school year. Please check with guidance.

Students who are Writing the OSSLT this year
Special accommodations for testing at the school will be made to ensure that remote learners have the

opportunity to complete the test in person at the school. The school will be reaching out to remote learners to

make these arrangements.




In-person students will remain with their assigned English classes for testing, and you will write the OSSLT in
the semester you are taking grade 10 English. Your classroom teacher will share any specifics of this plan with
you in class. Grade 11 or 12 students who are still required to write will be assigned a school location and will
write either on November 17th or 24th, 2021 (see chart above). Listen to announcements and check in
guidance for updates. If you have an IEP and require accommodations, our Special Education Teacher, Sean
Quinn will help you plan with this.

Preparing for the OSSLT

continue to incorporate literacy skills into their regular class program. Specific sessions of OSSLT prep will be
completed:

e Inthe library for grade 11 & 12 students that need to write this semester (dates to be determined).
